Scientific Governance:   Problems and Prospects

Opening Conference of the FP5 thematic network Science, Technology and Governance in Europe - STAGE (contract HPSE-CT2001-50003)

You are invited to take part in this opening conference of the STAGE network.  The STAGE network  will run from September 2001- August 2004.  Participating countries are Denmark, Finland, Greece, the Netherlands, Norway, Portugal, Sweden and the United Kingdom, with additional collaborators from France and Germany. The work of this network can be understood as a progressive focusing of a heuristic model on the workings of science, technology and innovation systems in Europe, in relation to wider public participation, through bringing together specific empirical enquiries being undertaken by the network team with a synthesis of wider research.  It will be organised in four phases which will all contribute to this central task, but which will focus on specific elements of it.

Phase 1 will focus on the articulation of the model, and the Copenhagen conference is the first major opportunity for the STAGE team to engage with researchers and analysts from complementary FP5 projects and networks and elsewhere, who can contribute to this task.  They will be asked to help refine an initial analysis of the issues of science governance presented by the network team, and help construct a continuing research awareness service  which will run throughout the study.  This will be the first step in STAGE’s aim to help frame and add value to a wide range of work on contemporary issues of the governance of S&T in Europe, in particular in relation to public engagement in S&T policy and management.

The Copenhagen Conference will take place at the main site of University of Copenhagen, Nørregade 10 (1:e floor, room 3) in the very centre of Copenhagen. The Bio-technology Research Priority Area at Copenhagen University is co-sponsoring the conference (http://www.ku.dk/biotek).
